CORINE 2005

Background

„Corine – International Book Award” has been awarded under the patronage of the Bavarian Minister-President every year since 2001 to German and international authors for their excellence in writing and success with the German audience by the Bavarian Section of the Börsenverein of the German Booktrade.

This book award has been created in order to promote the cultural and economic relevance of the medium book at one of the world’s foremost publishing places which is Munich and to further promote reading and to explore new fields to readers. The prize is symbolized by the figure of "Corine" made of Nymphenburger porcelain and created by Anton Bustelli. The prize does not carry any money award. 

„Corine – International Book Award” is given in collaboration with the Bavarian Section of the Börsenverein of the German Booktrade, 3sat (TV-station), Nymphenburger Porzellan-Manufaktur, HypoVereinsbank, O2, Focus, Die Zeit, the publishing houses Heyne/Collection Rolf Heyne, the Weltbild Publishing Group and the Bavarian State Chancellery. The award is allocated to authors whose books have first been published in German or in a German translation. 

The prize is awarded for outstanding works of fiction and poetry as well as for excellent non-fiction books. The Honorary Award is given for lifelong achievement in writing by the Bavarian Minister-President on suggestion of the board of trustees for “International Book Award”. 

The award is presented to the winners during a glamorous gala at the Prinzregententheater in Munich. Well-known eulogists give the prizes to the prominent prize-winners. The presentation is shown on TV on the very same evening.
